Purchasing Update 

Modifications to the Procurement Code  

On the last day of the 2016 

Legislate Session, Procurement 

Code Modifications SB184 passed. 

Many of the changes to the 

Procurement Code which were 

contained in this bill were 

presented by Kent Beers at the 

Procurement Education Partnership 

Seminar on March 17.  

The highlighted provisions in the 

bill are as follows: 

▸     modifies and adds definitions; 

▸     rearranges some procurement 

provisions; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

the head of a procurement unit 

with independent procurement 

authority; 

▸     modifies exemptions from the 

procurement code; 

▸     rewrites provisions relating to 

requests for statement of 

qualifications and approved vendor 

lists; 

▸     authorizes a procurement unit 

to establish price based on 

specified established terms; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

correcting immaterial errors in a 

solicitation and clarifying 

information in a solicitation 

response; 

▸     modifies duties and 

responsibilities of the chief 

procurement officer; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

a request for information; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

standard procurement processes; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

the evaluation process; 

▸     modifies best and final offer 

provisions; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

awarding and canceling a contract 

and the disqualification of offerors; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

exceptions to standard 

procurement processes; 

▸     modifies provisions relating to 

procurement protests; 

▸     modifies a provision relating to 

reporting unlawful conduct; and 

▸     makes technical and 

conforming changes.

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RQS and RQM in FINET: include Description and Dollar Amounts! 

When entering an RQS or an RQM into FINET, executive branch agencies 

must include a description of the purchasing and the solicitation type, if 

known, in the “extended description” field on the commodity section of 

the RQS or RQM.  

Common Solicitation Types: 

RFQ: Request for Quotation—

low dollar, low risk. Cannot 

exceed $50,000.   

IFB: Invitation for Bid—well 

defined and detailed goods/

services. Generally over 

$50,000. No less than 7 

calendar day public posting 

RFP: Request for Proposal—

Specifications can’t be 

clearly defined. Cost is only 

one factor in determining  

award. No less than 7 

calendar day public posting. 

Evaluation Committee 

required.  

R4: Small Purchase of 

Professional Service 

Providers—Procurement of 

service that requires a high 

degree of specialized 

knowledge. Limit $100,000 

Commodity section  

An RQS or RQM only gives State Purchasing a 

small amount of information about a requested 

procurement. In order to assign the solicitation 

to an agent, State Purchasing must have 

specifics about the procurement item(s).  

At bare minimum, the agency must send an 

email or document containing the specifications 

of the goods or services to be purchased to 

purchasingsolicitation@utah.gov . The RQS or 

RQM number must be in the subject of the 

email so that the specifications can be linked to 

the appropriate RQS/RQM. Not including the 

RQS/RQM number in the header can delay the 

solicitation process.  

When an agency knows that the solicitation 

needs to be an Invitation for Bid (IFB) or a 

Request for Proposal (RFP), they can expedite 

the process by sending the Invitation for Bid 

Questionnaire or the Request for Proposal 

Questionnaire  to 

purchasingsolicitation@utah.gov as soon as the 

RQS/RQM is submitted. The questionnaire 

forms are located on the State Purchasing 

website forms page.    

The RQS or RQM must also include an estimated dollar amount. The 

estimated dollar amount can be the budget for the project or purchase. 

State Purchasing will no longer accept $0.00 in this field. The Division of 

Purchasing will reject requisitions that do no contain these required fields.

Before choosing a 

vendor, an agency should review the 

summary document and, as needed, 

the full contract to determine what 

flooring the vendor/authorized 

reseller is contracted to sell.  

Agencies should carefully read the 

uninstall, disposal, recycling, 

installation, travel expenses, and 

other costs prior to purchase.
